Among the blessings of Allah Almighty, ontheworldin general and onthe

Sufism which has corrected the behaviour and ethics of its people.

And what history cannot deny is that Islam spread in Africa and was
conquered by the people of Sufism and gnosis. These openings and the
increase of the Muslims have continued thanks to the men of Sufism who
drank from various sources. The most prominent of these Salsabilian
sources is our master Abi Al-Hassan Al-Shadhily, may Allah be pleased

Africa has witnessed a renewal by its contemporary shaykhs. As an
example, although he is not the only one, is Shaykh Abdal Qadir as-Sufi
of Scottish origin, who entered Islam and drank from Morocco at the end
of the last century. Then, he moved to South Africa at the beginning of
the twenty first century and established a zawiya in the Moroccan way
and based it on its essential principles: the Ashari aqida, the Maliki figh,
and the Sunni Junaidi Sufism, as well as making his followers to adhere
to the Emirate of the Mu'minin as a legitimate methodology of unity and

allegiance.

He wrote books on this subject that testify to his indebtedness to
Morocco and to its invariable essential doctrines, which made people in
South Africa enter Islam and adhere to Sunni Sufism, free of deviances

and based on Maliki jurisprudence and the Ash’ari or Maturidi doctrine.

In 2013, Shaykh Abdal Qadir As-Sufi granted general idhn in the
shaykhdom of the tariqa to the Moroccan Shaykh Moulay Al-Murtada Al-
Boumashouli, which made him continue in the way of shaykhs and men
of Sufism by spreading akhlaq and useful knowledge, and preserving
these invariable essential doctrines, the fact that has contributed to the
